Dear Agent,

Port Hope Chamber of Commerce wishes to thank you for writing Blue Cross/Blue Shield for possible members who otherwise would not qualify for a small group.  We do have a slight difficulty in this endeavor on our behalf.

Our dues are much less expensive than other Chambers of Commerce but we wish the amount collected to be correct.

I have enclosed a copy of the dues letter we submit to members.  It includes an explanation of the category in which each may fit.  For a person to be eligible for Blue Cross/Blue Shield coverage they must be a legitimate business and have the federal ID numbers to prove this.   I understand farmers may qualify on this premise, by using their SS# they file on their farm tax.  Therefore both these categories of individuals will need to pay our dues as stated for a business.

The letter I have enclosed also gives the proper address to which the application and check is to be mailed.

Port Hope Chamber of Commerce meets the second Thursday of each month, so the membership application needs to arrive in Dolly Mayer (treasurer) hands before that time of any month. If not, these possible new members will not become eligible for their Blue Cross/Blue Shield as early as they might wish to be or you have led them to believe they will be.
