Old Business:
a)   Easter Egg Hunt – Laura Mayes will find someone to play the Easter Bunny. Patty will pick up and take back the costume to The Jungle. We will meet at 10:00 am to hide the eggs. Patty will bring her camera to take pictures. Prizes and eggs are ready to go. Dave will pick up the megaphone to make announcements. Laura will get two other kids to help hide eggs. Joyce will get 100 juice boxes and cookies for the kids, along with another set of big prizes and golden eggs for them. 
b) Fireworks – Casey will follow up on if the deposit has been made or not. LaNette has no record of it being paid.
c)  Bocce Ball – Laura has checked on the beer and they need two weeks’ notice. Pam is doing the food and licensing needed. Charlie Parks has requested a 100’ tape measure to mark the field. He will write it up and sketch it out for turnover to Dave and Casey, who will work with him on making the courts. We are still working on an MC. Mugs will be ordered at last year’s size but more of them. Lori will have last year’s winner to put on the mugs. Joyce will check into this, after checking with Chad to see if it has been done. Trophies can be done the week before the event. Casey will check with Finan and Schmidt about the insurance waiver and liability coverage. Letter to the Village has already been done and it was agreed beer and wine only will be served. LaNette reported the 2003 tax on Bocce Ball was not paid but she has taken care of it. She will also take care of paying it within three days of the event this year. We only have to pay if the amount taken in is over $5,000.

Casey made a motion that we hire two people and pay them $50 per day to help out. LaNette seconded and the motion passed. Dave will tell John Pridnia he has the authority to hire them. 

c) Conference in Port Sanilac – Dave reported that there is a conference on April 14th from 8:30 am to 2:00 pm at the Huron Shores Golf Club in Port Sanilac for $15 in advance and $20 at the door. One of the topics covered is Marketing the Community in New Ways and  how to be a tourist in your own town. 
d) Over 50 Softball Tournament – Dave is organizing an over 50 softball tournament.
e) Huron City Museums Hiring – Patty announced that tour guides are needed for the summer if anyone knows of workers.
