Mr. F. W. Hubbard will present city of Bad Axe with a $10000 hospital

Mr. Frank W. Hubbard has been carefully considering the best manner in which he could erect a suitable monument to commemorate the memory of his father, the late Langdon Hubbard, and has arrived at the conclusion that the most suitable thing he could do to that end would be to erect in this city a $10,000 building and present it to the people to be used as a hospital. Arrangements are about completed for starting the work on the new building and it is expected that the plans and specifications will be completed so that we can give next week a picture of the contemplated building and a detailed description of it, and also on outline of Mr. Hubbard’s plans for the future of the new hospital.

Write up from Hubbard Book put together by Elizabeth in 1949

: Frank Watson Hubbard, son of Langdon and Amanda J. (Lester) Hubbard, was born in Port Huron MI April 16, 1863 and died at his home in Grosse Pointe MI Dec. 30, 1943. After graduating from Hartford High School in Hartford CT, he entered Hannnan’s Business College, also in Hartford, graduating in 1882. As it was his father’s desire that he should fit himself to take charge of the latter’s extensive business interests, he immediately returned to MI, although he was not yet twenty years of age.

From the outset Frank Hubbard was eminently successful in his business enterprises. By the time he was twenty-two years old he was given full charge of his fatehr’s operations. Frank Hubbard began to gather around him a group of capable men to whom he could delegate responsibilities and from whom he received reports keeping him at all times cognizant of the  progress and development of his enterprises and enabling him  to coordinate the varied activities to the best advantage. Mr. Langdon Hubbard’s forest properties located in Huron County MI, had twice been ravished by forest fires, once in 1871 and again in 1881. It became the duty of Frank Hubbard to transform these lands from burnt-over timber tracts to farm land – a sizeable task, for every acre ahd to be cleared and the huge stumps of the virgin pine removed, before the land could be used in cultivation. This being done, the land was widely advertisted in this country and in Canada as new farming land. Frank Hubbard also managed the merchandising and livestock raising interests of his father, whose health gradually had become impaired and had prevented him from giving adequate attention to this business. 

In the first year after Frank Hubbard had returned to Huron County, he gave mjuch of his tgime to abstracting and perfecting title to some forty thousand acres of land owned by his father. He devised his own system of private abstracts by which the title of each gtract could be traced at a glance upon these books in his own office. In succeeding years he handled thousands of acres which were dsold on contract to various buyers and on which payments were made over an extended period. 

In June 1886t, he founded a private bank, the Frank W. Hubbard and Company, at Bad Axe MI; In 1887 he established a private bank in Sandusky, MI; in 1889 the Kinde Bank of Frank W. Hubbard and Company, changed in 1912 to Kinde State Bank. In 1891, he founded the Sebewaing State Bank; and in 1895, the Farmers’ Bank at Pigeon MI. He was president of all these banks, as well as vice president of the Caseville Bank of R. L. Hubbard and Company, which he organized with his brother in 1892. HE was also president of the Huron Investment Abstract and Title Guaranty Company, later changed to the Charles E. Thompson Abstract Company, and of the Bad Axe Planing Mill.

Among his other activies, Mr Hubbard was president of Hubbard banks at Elkton Palms, and Kilmanagh, Mi founded in 1901, 1905 and 1910 respectively. He became vice president and a director of the Peninsular State bank of Detroit, the Peninsular State Bank of Highland Park, and the Bankers’ Trust Company of Detroit. He was also the organized and president of the Grosse Pointe Savings Bank, at Grosse Pointe MI where he had his home after 1913, as well as of the Michigan Pressed Brick Company, the Oxford Storne and Gravel Company and the Village Homes Company of Grosse Pointe. Later he was vice president of the Morris Plan Industrial Bank, which became the Industrial National Bank of Detroit, a direstor of the First National Bank and for several years, of the Detroit bank. He was at one time president of the Detroit Bankers’ Club.

A Democrat in politics until President Wilson’s administration when he became a Republican, Mr. Hubbard was elected chairman of the Democratic county committee of Huron County, MI in 1886 and subsequently he was unanimously reelected at several succeeding conventions. In 1888 he became the national delegate of his party from MI, representation this state at the national convention in St. Louis in that year. For a number of years he served on the state central committee of his party. In 1892 he was elected a Presidential elector for MI under the Miner electoral law. He was named by the state convention to be a candidate for the Congress of the United States in 1894, but he declined the honor. In April, 1896, he was elected once more a delegate to the party’s convention, which in that year was held in Chicago. HE was a member of many civic and social organizations, among them the Detroit Country Club, the Detroit Athletic Club, the Detroit Club, the Detroit Riding and Hunt Club and the Grosse Pointe Club. He was for some years a trustee of Kalamazoo College and a member of its finance committee. From November 1917 until the close of WWI, he was state director for the nation War Savings Stamp campaign, raising more than $30,000,000 in MI.

Mr Hubbard was also treasurer of the Grosse Pointe Board of Health and president of the board of trustees of Hubbard Memorial Hospital, at Bad Axe, which he built and presented to that community as a memorial to his father. He added to this a Doctor’s Building, and also built a recreation building in Bad Axe for young people, with gymnasium, theatre, and other facilities, which he presented to the Sherman-Elvin Post of the American Legion. 

He also belonged to the Detroit Board of Commerce. In the Free and Accepted Masons he had many affiliations, including membership in the Knights Templar Commandery. He was a member of the Grosse Pointe Memorial Church. Hungint, fishing and golf were among his favorite enjoyments, and he shared his wife’s hobby of collecting rare antiques and furniture. 

The passing of Frank Watson Hubbard was an occasion of profound sorrow and regret wherever he was known. His accomplishments were of outstanding value, earning for him wide admiration and confidence. His generosity was noted, and his delightful personal qualities won him a host off friends in all ranks of life, who remember him with deepest affection. 

Married Eliz. Lockwood on June 7, 1893. Children, Carolyn, Annabel and Captain Frank Langdon who was in the Army Air Corps during WWII. Lang married twice and had 3 kids. Annabel married and had 2 kids. Carolyn married and had 4 kids and 7 grandkids by 1949.
