IMAGINE CATCHING SIGHT OF ONE OF THESE SKULLS AS YOU SWIM ALONG THE SANDY BOTTOM OF LAKE HURON:  YOU CAN SEE HOW SAILORS GAVE THEM THEIR NAME.

SCHOONERS AND OTHER SAILING SHIPS USED DEADEYES TO ATTACH ROPE RIGGING TO THE BODY OF THE SHIP.

THE TWO LARGE DEADEYES ARE MAST DEADEYES, WITH FLAT IRON STRAPS, USED TO ATTACH ROPE RIGGING TO THE MAST OF THE SHIP.

THE SMALLER, BOWSPRIT DEADEYE   WAS LOCATED ON THE GUNNEL (HANDRAIL) ON THE MAIN DECK.  ITS CABLE WAS SECURED DEEP INTO THE HULL.

MADE OF THE VERY HARD WOOD LIGNUM VITAE, AND SALVAGED, BY MIKE PARKS, OFF THE HURON CITY SHORE, THESE DEADEYES ARE FROM A GREAT LAKES SCHOONER WHICH SANK NEAR HURON CITY ABOUT 1880.
