CAROLYN HUBBARD PARCELLS LUCAS died May 30, 1987 at her residence at 16900 East Jefferson, Grosse Pointe. She was 92.


Mrs. Lucas was born in Port Austin, Michigan, the daughter of Frank and Elizabeth Lockwood Hubbard, and granddaughter of Langdon Hubbard, a pioneer in the lumber industry in Michigan during the last half of the nineteenth century. He built roads, was associated with lake shipping, was instrumental in the development of the Thumb district as an agricultural area, and with his son Frank, was founder of the Hubbard State Bank in Bad Axe, Michigan, later developed into a system of banks in other cities throughout the state. He was also founder of the lumbering town of Huron City.


Mrs. Lucas’ father came to Detroit soon after the turn of the century and was very prominent in the financial and business life of the city. He was the founder of the Grosse Pointe Bank, and was very active in the financial district of Detroit and of the Grosse Pointe community.


Carolyn Hubbard was educated at the Liggett School in Detroit, Dobbs-Ferry and in Paris, and made her debut in Grosse Pointe following her graduation.


Always noted for her great interest in and concern for her fellow human beings, she was a collector, social historian and philanthropist. The published author of several books, she was a gifted poet of great sensitivity.


Always interested in current issues, she was associated with Margaret Sanger in her advocacy of birth control, and deeply involved in many political and philanthropic campaigns over the years.


She was married to Charles Abram Parcells, a stockbroker greatly concerned with education and his community. He was president of the Grosse Pointe Board of Education, and Parcells Middle School is named for him. He died in 1948.


Carolyn’s second marriage was to Russell Healey Lucas, a specialist in financial analysis who was prominent in the city’s financial and civic life. He shared her interest in genealogy and local history and together they devoted nearly 20 years to the restoration of pioneer Huron City, the Thumb area town founded by Langdon Hubbard.


It was for many years the summer home of Carolyn’s aunt and her husband, famed author and professor, William Lyon Phelps, and the restored town, with the addition of the Phelps memorabilia, is now the Pioneer Huron City Museums, supported by the William Lyon Phelps Foundation, founded by Mr. Charles A. Parcells, Sr. and Mrs. Lucas.


Carolyn Lucas was a member of the national Society of Colonial Dames; the Detroit Artists Market; The Women’s Association for the Detroit Symphony; the Friends of the Library; Junior League of Detroit; Sigma Gamma Association; Grosse Pointe Farm and Garden Club; the Founders Society and the Grosse Pointe Memorial Church.


Mr. Lucas died in 1986. Mrs. Lucas is survived by her four children: Elizabeth Parcells Arms; Charles A. Parcells, Jr.; Mariana Parcells Wagoner and Dr. Frank H. Parcells.


She leaves 17 grandchildren and 20 great-grandchildren.
