Dear Teachers:

We would like to extend an invitation to your class, to come and have fun learning at the Huron City Museums. We are open for school groups from early June to the end of September. We can structure your visit to enhance the learning experience by working with you on different ways to incorporate the various buildings into your curriculum. Ideas are always welcomed.

Buildings available:

· Two large barns filled with early farm equipment

· A carriage house with a carriage, sleighs, sulky and wagon

· Life Saving Station from 1876 with maritime equipment and early rescue operations – can be used in conjunction with a visit to Lighthouse Park 

· Huron City Church – large chapel from 1883 that seats 200 for lectures, film viewing, choir recitals and class pageants 

· Log Cabin – from 1837 with early household goods

· House of Seven Gables – three story Victorian mansion built in 1881 with a sitting room, dining room, library, kitchens, bedrooms, and large double parlor

· General Store – from 1883 with many old-fashioned items on the shelves, a Post Office and a lumber room that contains logging equipment, blacksmith’s equipment, early carpentry and farmer’s tools and a logging camp’s kitchen utensils.

· Huron City Country Inn with a schoolroom, textile exhibit and Inn kitchen

We sponsor a Sawmill Day in August that could be used as a venue to display class projects or host special presentations by the children. On that day we feature historic displays and demonstrations of a sawmill, a shingle mill, a steam engine, a spinning wheel, etc. Exhibitors vary year to year but we like to refer to it as “a step back in time”. If you would like to have your class participate in this, please contact us.

Tour guides can take your students through all the buildings in the Village and/or the House of Seven Gables. Specific buildings can be also be toured. Use what you need when you need it. We can work together to make the most of your field trip.

There is ample parking and room for buses. Charge for school groups is $1.50 to $3.00 per child and participating adults, depending on the tour(s) chosen. Advance notice is needed by calling me at 989 738-6007 to schedule your visit. We look forward to hosting you and your students!
