Huron City Church Grant Write Up
The Huron City Church in Huron City Michigan is a one story Methodist-Episcopalian Church located in the Huron City Museums complex. It was constructed in 1883 on land donated by Langdon Hubbard, who founded the town. It was expanded twice in order to make room for the crowds that came to hear Billy Phelps preach here on summer afternoons. He preached every Sunday at 3:00 pm from 1922 until 1939 and the crowds were from eleven different states, with over 800 in attendance.
The church contains family portraits from the Hubbard/Phelps/Parcells families. There is a copy of an Italian painting and beautiful stained glass windows. Frank Hubbard was Langdon’s son and his 1893 Steinway Grand piano is in the church. It was given to him and his bride, Elizabeth, by his brother as a wedding present. There are other various organs and pianos also in the church. A flag from 1851 that Langdon brought from Connecticut also hangs in the southwest corner of the church. 
The two steeple roofs need to be replaced.
The front door needs power washing and the paint needs to be touched up.

There are animals, we think squirrels, living in the crawl space of the church. They need to be captured and the excrement left by them over the years needs to be removed. If the roof leaks, the water runs brown because of this. 

The roof under the east steeple needs to be repainted.

The pillars, mainly the back two, are sinking in the floor. This needs to be investigated by a structural engineer. 
The church currently has neither air conditioning nor heat. There are two doors in the front and back that can be opened for ventilation. In order to expand the use of the church that seats 200 people, air conditioning/heating needs to be added. This will make for more comfortable weddings and will allow extended use of the chapel in the spring and fall.

There are panes of the stained glass windows that have had to be replaced over the years or that have faded. These need to be replaced with matching stained glass panes. (pics needed here)

There is a carillon that currently does not work. This was a gift from Carolyn Hubbard Parcells Lucas and should be either fixed or replaced.

The 1893 Steinway Grand piano needs to be rebuilt, along with other pianos in the church.

Outside lighting between the church and the parking lot would let us expand the use of the church in the evening. Currently only scattered lights are available and we cannot hold concerts, poetry readings, lectures etc. after dark.
