Welcome Center Grant Write Up
The Welcome Center in Huron City Michigan is a one story brick building located in the Huron City Museums complex. It was constructed by Carolyn Hubbard Parcells Lucas, who began the William Lyon Phelps Foundation. It was built to store documents and artifacts belonging to William Lyon Phelps, who was Carolyn’s uncle. Rooms include the Founder’s room, and three rooms with display cases of artifacts. Also in one of the rooms are six murals that Annabel Hubbard Phelps painted of Huron City as a lumber town. She was Langdon’s daughter and William Lyon Phelps’ wife. Langdon founded Huron City in 1855 and Billy Phelps was a Yale Literature Professor who married Annabel. 
Artifacts in the display cases include pictures of Langdon’s different homes, a Federal Land Grant signed by Abraham Lincoln, and various shoes, buttons and hair combs. Also included are many of the books that Billy Phelps wrote and magazines that contain his articles. There is also a small television set to watch a clip of Billy speaking to the public during World War II and a life saving station video.  
Items needed in the Welcome Center are new flooring throughout and an electrical upgrade. We cannot run the dehumidifier in the archive room during the day in the summer. It shorts out the lights in one of the display rooms.
The interior does need repainting, along with the back door.
