Minutes of PAAHS Meeting – June 2, 2005

President Bob La Belle called the meeting to order at 7:00 pm.

Jim Chinoski has a building he would like to sell us for $15,000 plus the cost of moving it. It sits at the corner of McMann and Ferris Street. The matter will be turned over to Diane Ellicott. Jim will call to find out the costs of moving it.

Patty Finan gave a 20 minutes presentation on the history of some Huron County cities. 

Minutes: were read silently and approved as read. 

Treasurer’s Report: Beginning balance of $8,791.16. Income of $200 - $160 from dues and $40 from one biography book. Expenses of $354 for an ending balance of $8637.16. Report read by Catherine Kennedy for Jackie Yarroch. Bob had questions on the amounts spent during the winter. Sue Porzondek will need get copies of the minutes from the winter meetings to Bob. 

Communications: Bob read a communication from Ron Wyatt informing the group of the Farmer’s Market to be held on Saturday mornings from 8 am until 12 noon, starting July 2. Bob and Nancy will set up a tent to sell PAAHS items. Dan will get him books and Sue will need to provide note cards. 

Patty Finan, sitting in for Sue Porzondek, read a letter from Sue concerning Bob Guenther’s reimbursement for doing the site plan. She did not feel comfortable calling him to ask for an invoice. Jan Guenther suggested a round of golf at Verona Hills would be great. Dan Novak motioned, supported by Catherine Kennedy, to get Bob a gift certificate there. Motion passed. Catherine will inform Jackie that it needs to be done. 

Old Business: “The Way it Was” has been pushed back to some time in September, possibly with a pot luck dinner. Bob La Belle was not aware of this project, so Dan Novak explained the idea. Bob will research what is the best method of recording these memories for future use. Sue had included some prices for cassette machines with the agenda.

The Huron County Historical Society is ours to host on July 14th. It was suggested to meet in Gallup Park and have pot luck with horseshoes and croquet to be played. A committee of Catherine, Denise, Nancy and Betty Bond will work on this.

The curatorial workshop at Huron City was mentioned. Sue would like to go and Jan will check with Bob Guenther, as he might also like to attend. If he does, Jackie can send the check in with the registration form. If not, only Sue will go. 

Pioneer Day at Huron City was discussed. Bob La Belle will bring his canopy tent, as it is much easier to set up than the large one from the Thumb Arts Guild. Set up will be Saturday morning. Bob and Nancy will work 10 til 2 and Dan and Sylvia Novak will work 1 til 5. 

Exposition in conjunction with the Yard Sale Trail August 13 and 14th. The group agreed to move the exposition to the gym to coordinate with the appraisers who will be there. It was not decided if the exposition will be held both Saturday and Sunday. 

Bob La Belle will make a presentation at the next meeting on the location of those who perished in the 1881 fire. 

Sales: 2 calendars, one County book and 1 placemat sold for the month. The $42 will be turned over to Jackie on her return.

Building and Property: Bob La Belle encouraged all to think about forming a site committee to define things like the water and sewer connections, foundations to be built, maintainance of the grounds, electrical layouts etc. Bob will also work on getting an estimate for a culvert with a road over it for access to the property. It was not known if an inspector has looked at the property in Grindstone City or not. 

New Business: We should make plans now to sell items and record memories at the school reunion next year. 

Bob acknowledged the donation of four new books – three by Edgar Guest and one by Annie Houser McGee. There was also the addition of one platt plan from 1961 of Port Austin. There was also a tax assessment roll from 1937 for Port Austin’s residents. These last two were given to us in memory of Bruce Parsons – Dennis Parsons father. Sr. Margaret Ann Roggenbuck also gave us a set of children’s playing cards called “I Win”.
